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Chiron supports making virtual LFNs, logical file names, without actual physical file names associated with them.  We will define a class of lfns with the prefix Glossary_ that will store the definition of a term in the metadata “description”.  Each of these will have the metadata type “glossary” so it will be easy to search for them.  

Defining a new glossary term:

1) Go to Chiron and login.

2) Click on load metadata.

3) Enter the name of the LFN into the form.  If the term is cosmic ray, enter the lfn as Glossary_cosmic_ray and then type in the textarea two metadata tags:

type string glossary

description string [actual description or definition of the term] (no brackets)

e,g.

description string a particle from the cosmos.

Be sure to replace spaces with underscores for the term.  (no spaces!)

To simplify referencing the term, be sure to use lowercase in everything except Glossary_.

If you want to see all the terms in the glossary:

1) go to Search by Metadata.

2) put in the metadata area:

type=’glossary’

3) click search

You will get a listing of all the terms with Glossary_ as the prefix.  You can click on the little magnifying glass to see the actual description.

Referencing the glossary in the web pages:

To link to a glossary item, define a link of the form

<A HREF="javascript:glossary('cosmic ray')">Cosmic Ray</A>

Note; that you have to be sure that the case is lowercase in the call: 

glossary(‘cosmic ray’)

The software will take care of adding the underscores and the prefix it needs to access the information.

To show a graphic.

This means that if you are developing in one portal, you should put the graphics you make for your explanation in the currently active portal.  They must also be put into CVS.

One complication in moving this over to the active portal is that it is write-protected except to quarkcat.   Use scp with quarkcat as the user name to copy it over. I have put them both in the one I am developing and the active portal.
