
CSS-EPICS GUI , DCM views
There has to be a common orientation and the geographic info should be part of layout of the page. This is something that is promised in the DCS requirements and it is time to implement it in all the detectors GUIS: NDOS, FD and NDUG.
Inside a DCM widjet the main APD cooling GUI displays the DCM/FEB data are backward compared with other displays. Currently the information per DCM is displayed with the channels (ports) ordered from left to right.
