Weekly Progress Report from This Week 
1. Released ifdhc v1_2_7 – Bug fix release - Conditions database client code debuging/retry logic redo.  Turns out that in the rework of conditions database access with the database groups code, the retry logic got dropped (I had it in the URL access layer, they expected higher up code to do it...)  this, combined with the behavior of the Minerva code, was causing overloads on the conditions database server...
2. Deferred ifdhc  v1_3_0 for two weeks -- switching to uberftp rather than globus-url-copy requires more development, since uberftp doesn't have recursive copy; so to do that requires creating/exposing a mkdir method, and handling exploding a recursive directory list -- doing this will make -r work for SRM copies as well, however, so it's wothwhile. (lengthened original estimates)
3. ifdh paper submitted to CHEP2013.
4. Looked into excel plugin for Redmine; concluded "csv" download provides the same functionality for extracting issues from Redmine.

Planned Activities for Next Week
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Look at a general filetree access abstract class with subclasses for local files, gridftp, and srm, (and possibly dcache/dccp) with pair-wise copy, remove, make directory, file exists, and listing methods; and redo ifdh cp to use them.
2. Get some cycles in on some other projects, like migration software move, SAM registry service, Redmine plugin/upgrades, etc.
