	To generate new interactive graphs using Google Charts, I implemented small library that allows to take a template and generate the HTML code necessary to create the webpage. It was necessary to type the HTML template as well. The code is sitting in temp-monitor in the development server. To make changes in the production machine, the following steps are necessary:
1. Graph.py and OtherTemplate.txt need to be moved to temp-monitor folder in production.
2. There are two ways to make these changes possible:
a. Copy the python script located in D:\temp-monitor\GCC-CRA, D:\temp-monitor\GCC-CRB, D:\temp-monitor\GCC-CRC, D:\temp-monitor\GCC-NRA, and D:\temp-monitor\LCC-107 to the respective locations in production.
b. Add “import Graph import Graph”, on top of the scripts mentioned above.
Replace the “#make the graphs” lines of code in the scripts mentioned above, with these new ones:
for sensor in sensors:
	graph = Graph(sensor.name, room.name)
	graph.write_template()
Note: It is easier to copy the script from development to production, make sure to copy the corresponding script for the corresponding room.
