	To export the data into a spreadsheet I used OpenpyXL. The reason was simple, we needed to export large amounts of data, and the OpenpyXL works with Excel 2007 and above. The source code for this widget has already been moved to production. A copy of the code resides in the development machine (d:\temp-monitor\ExcelWidget-v3.py). The executable can also be found in the development machine in C:\ExcelWidget\dist\ExcelWidget-v3\.
	A new folder was created with the purpose of holding the new Excel spreadsheet in the D drive. The name of this new folder is “Downloads” and the newly created spreadsheets will be saved in here by default.
	In case of failure, after the changes in the source code, the developer needs to perform the actions explained in “PyInstaller Documentation” to build a new executable with the proper links.
