	The Threshold Editor program does not include any third-party libraries. Although, it modifies libtemp.py (a library developed by Dr. David Ritchie and his students) to send notifications corresponding to the changes done in temperature threshold. The threshold editor is control mechanism to change threshold in the room selected by the user. This is necessary in case of sensor malfunctioning or the alert may wait. The newly added method is sendNotification(), located under the EmailSender class.
	The program accesses the configuration files located in the D drive. Once it accesses the configuration file, it performs the desired changes by the user. The widget checks for input validity before submitting any changes.
	The program has been in production since 7/15/2014, and is performing correctly. The source code resides in both, development and production machines. The executable can be found in C:\ThresholdEditor\dist\Thresh_editor-v3\
