The following document is provided to define the Fermilab Accelerator Science and Technology (FAST) Facility Qualified Accelerator Operator (QAO) certification process. 
[bookmark: _Toc33273285]2.0	TRAINING
This training shall be administered by the FAST Facility Department Head or designees to intended FAST operators. Those wishing to become FAST QAOs must complete ADDP-FF-0003 FAST CONTROL ROOM ON-THE-JOB TRAINING (OJT).  Upon record of completion, the ADDP-FF-0003 training document is signed and dated by the intended operator and trainer.  The original document is filed in the FAST Facility Department.
[bookmark: _Toc33273286]3.0	CERTIFICATION
[bookmark: _GoBack]The FAST Facility Department Head is presented with the signed training document by the trainer, at which point the FAST OPERATOR QUALIFICATION AND AUTHORIZATION RECORD is signed by the department head.  The original signed record is placed in the Beam Permits and Run Conditions binder.  A copy of the record is provided to the Accelerator Division Operations Department Head.  A hard copy or electronic copy is acceptable for the Operations Department.  Certification authorizes the QAO to request the MCR enable the FAST beam switch and Critical Device Controller. A sample FAST OPERATOR QUALIFICATION AND AUTHORIZATION RECORD can be found in the appendix.

The FAST Facility Department Head designates department personnel as recognized experts which are authorized to train intended operators.
[bookmark: _Toc33273288]5.0	NULLIFICATION OF TRAINING
Once a designated beam operations period is complete the recognized experts nullify the training of all FAST QAOs and the FAST OPERATOR QUALIFICATION AND AUTHORIZATION RECORD is no longer valid.  This is done because shutdown periods can last several months and any new additions to ADDP-FF-0003 can be communicated to all operators. 
[bookmark: _Toc33273289]6.0	RETRAINING
All QAOs are required to retrain with the latest version of ADDP-FF-0003.  Once completed, the FAST Facility Department Head will sign the FAST OPERATOR QUALIFICATION AND AUTHORIZATION RECORD. Retraining does not require the latest completed ADDP-FF-0003 to be kept on file.
